Roger Blalock Endowment Program (Purdue University)

Purpose


The Roger Blalock Endowment was instituted in 2008 by the Purdue Black Alumni Organization, Roger Blalock and the Community Foundation of Greater Lafayette. The endowment is geared toward increasing African-American and Hispanic-American representation at Purdue University, where they are significantly underrepresented. In order to enhance their enrollment at Purdue University sources of increased financial aid will be provided and directed to African-American and Hispanic-American students specifically. 

Because of recent national judicial rulings at other universities, Purdue University is no longer able to direct monetary scholarships or grants to any specific racial group. By establishing that this award is specifically for African-American and Hispanic-American students, the University can be assisted in its efforts to create greater student diversity and to recruit and enroll additional qualified African-American and Hispanic-American students. 

Eligibility Criteria

1. Applicant must be admitted to a Purdue University school/college as a full-time student.

2. Applicant must have a minimum cumulative high school GPA of 2.8 on a 4.0 scale.
a. Should his or her GPA fall below 2.8 a review will be conducted for renewal 

3. Applicant must provide an official copy of high school transcript.

4. Applicant must be an African-American or Hispanic-American student.

5. Applicant must submit a written essay addressing;
a. Who has been a major influence in your life and why? 

b. What are your educational goals and why have you selected this academic area? 


c. What advice would you give to a high school freshman?

6. Applicant must enroll in and maintain a full-time academic course load.

Foundation/Scholarship Administration

The Roger Blalock Endowment is administered by the Community Foundation of Greater Lafayette. The Community Foundation and the Roger Blalock Endowment Board will participate in the selection process and review of all application materials submitted by prospective recipients.
