Regarding co-editors, what the GPG asks for is “individuals who are currently or have been co-editors of a journal, compendium, or conference proceedings during the 24 months preceding the submission of the proposal”; there is no reference to editorial boards. Therefore, the PI needs to disclose their co-editors – if the PI determines they are co-editing with the entire editorial board then they would need to disclose that (and list them) but the PI or institution really does need to determine who the co-editors are.

**Clarification provided by the NSF policy office on 1/29/2015 states that the number of collaborators and co-editors should be the total of the collaborators and co-editors listed in this section.

For the collaborators and co-editors section of the biographical sketch, the total number of collaborators and co-editors should be related to current proposal that is being submitted. Thus, it should be the total of the collaborators/coeditors that is listed in the current biosketch that is being submitted with the proposal.
***Clarification provided by the NSF policy office on 1/6/2015At many institutions just because someone serves as a graduate student advisor it does not necessarily mean that they are serving as the thesis advisor. Therefore, the total number of graduate students advised is usually different (and higher) than the list of the person/ affiliation for those whom the PI/faculty member has served as a thesis advisor. The GPG Exhibit II-2 outlines potentially disqualifying conflicts of interest for potential reviewers. It says:
Unless a waiver has been granted by NSF, a potential reviewer also may be barred from reviewing a proposal, if it involves individuals with whom he/she has a personal relationship, such as a close relative, current or former collaborator, or former thesis student/advisor.
Thus, the need for the list of “all persons (including their organizational affiliations), with whom the individual has had an association as thesis advisor.”
