As you know, the Department of Earth and Atmospheric Sciences (EAS) at Purdue is
celebrating its 40™ anniversary during 2007.

The Department of Earth and Atmospheric Sciences (originally called Geosciences) was
founded in 1967 with 5 faculty members from the Civil Engineering Department and 4
new hires. Today EAS has over forty faculty members with several faculty having joint
appointments with other departments reflecting the multidisciplinary nature of the
geosciences and the current trend in science in general. EAS has granted a total of more
than 1350 degrees (BS, MS and PhD) to students over the past 40 years.

Today, the department has very active research programs in three focus areas —
Geodynamics and Active Tectonics (GAT), Atmosphere-Surface Interactions (ASI), and
Climate and Extreme Weather (CLEW) as well as in traditional areas of geochemistry,
geophysics, engineering geology, and atmospheric science. Many of our faculty and
graduate students are also involved in research and education in one or more
multidisciplinary or departmental research centers including: Purdue Climate Change
Research Center, Center for the Environment, Computational Science and Engineering
Program, Cyber Center, Center for Research and Engagement in Science and Mathematics
Education, Discovery Learning Center, Purdue Rare Isotope Measurement Laboratory,
Purdue Stable Isotope Facility, Indiana State Climate Office, Center for Computational and
Applied Mathematics, GeoMathematical Imaging Group, and Purdue Interdisciplinary
Center for Ecological Sustainability.
