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Signing above indicates acknowledgement and acceptance that you are authorized to commit funds on behalf of the University and your business unit through the use of a University 
Purchasing Card. All expenses must be made by you on behalf of and for the benefit of the University department, school, office or other University entity in which you are employed. 

Compliance with University purchasing policies and procedures, including providing documentation in order to perform the reconciliation process of the University purchasing card is 
mandatory. All receipts, statements and other documentation related to card usage are University property and the University reserves the right to audit all records related to card 
usage. Single transaction and cycle limits may not exceed the authorized amount for the card. The card must be kept secure at all times by the cardholder and if lost or stolen 
immediately reported to Bank One for cancellation at 1-800-848-2813. See back of card.

Cardholders may not make personal purchases with the Purchasing Card and cardholder priveleges may be revoked for such use. The Cardholder agrees to reimburse the University 
for any inappropriate charges, including expenses and charges incurred by the University in connection with such transactions. Fraudulent or intentional misuse of the card by the 
cardholder will result in revocation of the card, restitution and/or criminal charges.
