Athletic Training Room Facility:


As there is not an athletic training room at the fields, please use the Mackey Arena athletic training room for pre-practice and game treatments.  Enter through the tunnel, located on the arena's east side at the back of the F Parking Lot.  At the bottom of the tunnel, turn right and the athletic training room will be on your right.
The athletic training room will be open 1 hour prior to your scheduled
practice time and 2 hours before game time.  Please contact me if you need any special accommodations.

Our training room offers the following modalities: electric stimulation, ultrasound, diathermy, whirlpools, hydroculator pads, and ice.

Game Accommodations:


The following items will be available to you and your team at the field:
- 10 gallon cooler of water

- biohazard kit
- 10 galloon cooler of Gatorade
- crutches
- cups




- splints

- ice chest with ice bags



A certified athletic trainer, athletic training students, and a team physician will be on-site at the game.  An ambulance will be on-call, as well.
If you need any other accommodations, please contact me prior to your arrival to campus and we will do our best to take care of your needs.  If you are sending a student, please send written instructions for treatments.  Good luck with your season and we look forward to hosting you and your team.
