It is the custom for Purdueôs President and Provost to visit Colleges from time to time.  The 

primary purpose of these meetings is for the College leadership to update the President and 

Provost on its accomplishments and challenges.  The two hour meetings typically create the 

opportunity for useful conversations all around. 

 

On March 1, 2011 President Cordova and Provost Sands visited the new College of Health 

and Human Sciences.  There were three meetings, one with student representatives, one 

with department heads and College leadership, and then an open forum for faculty and staff.  

My impression from the meeting with department heads and College leadership was that 

both the President and Provost are enthusiastic about the current status and future potential 

of our new College. 

 

In that meeting there were a variety of topics discussed, including new student access/

success initiatives, the proposed revisions to the introduction to psychology gateway course, 

the new interdisciplinary clinical/chronic disease research collaboratives, the planning for the 

new HHS building and clinics, and the likely resources needed for operating the new build-

ing and clinical services. 

 

In addition to these topics, public health was also presented and discussed.  Fortunately, I 

was given the opportunity to pitch the nature, significance, and future role of public health as 

a signature area for HHS.  In particular, I discussed the national health agenda, health work-

force needs, the role of HHS in meeting these needs, and possible future directions for pub-

lic health at Purdue.  I am pleased to report that both the President and Provost welcomed 

the update and overview.  A good discussion followed.  In my opinion, there was enthusias-

tic support from both the President and Provost for the future growth of public health at Pur-

due.
