Animal Transfer Between Approved Protocols

Standard Operating Procedure

Approval by the Institutional Animal Care and Use Committee (IACUC) and the Laboratory Animal Program (LAP) veterinary staff is required to transfer an animal to another protocol. 

· Principal Investigator of the initiating protocol must complete an Animal Transfer Form.

· IACUC Administrative Review (to assure the receiving protocol has sufficient animals available).

· Review and approval by a LAP Veterinarian. 
· Review and approval by the IACUC Chairperson (or designee).
