ince nearly the beginning of its existence, Purdue University has been linked 

geographically to the area surrounding Purdue North Central. Prominent 

La Porte citizen John Sutherland served on the Purdue Board of Trustees from 

1871 to 1881, including two years as board president. And shortly after World War II,

La Porte and Michigan City were home to Purdue education extension centers, as the

state became more populated and the University recognized the need to provide higher 

education opportunities to citizens in their local communities.

From that beginning, Purdue North Central has evolved from classes held in local

high schools, to our first home at the Barker Mansion, to our permanent home as a

Purdue regional campus in Westville, where we moved in 1967.

In those early years, many students began their pursuit of

higher education at Purdue North Central planning to finish

their chosen field of study in West Lafayette. In recent years, we

have added a significant number of four-year degree options,

which allow students to start and complete their undergraduate 

education close to home.

The transformation continues. Over the next several years,

our alumni and friends can expect to see dramatic improvements

– additional buildings and services; more academic programs;

and new, bold initiatives that will touch many lives. What will remain are the standards

of excellence that have always been a Purdue North Central tradition.

Students
CAMPAIGN GOAL: $750,000
This goal includes $500,000 for new endowments. Starting at

$20,000 each, these new endowments will provide additional

resources for scholarships that recognize meritorious 

academic achievement. With these funds, Purdue North 

Central can attract and retain talented students from local

schools who are heavily recruited with merit scholarship

offers outside the state. We also seek a total of $250,000 

to provide tuition grants to students who demonstrate 

financial need.

Graduates of Purdue North Central tend to stay in Indiana

and assume key roles in the communities where they live.

By offering scholarships and grants, the University can attract

the best, brightest, and most highly motivated students – our

future leaders.

Unrestricted Funds
CAMPAIGN GOAL: $1.35 MILLION
Unrestricted gifts allow the University the flexibility of having

resources available when great opportunities arise. In many

instances, the expenditures assist students directly as new 

programs and services are developed to meet local demands.

Programs and Facilities
CAMPAIGN GOAL: $4.4 MILLION
One of this campaign’s most exciting features is the 

introduction of the long-term master plan for the Purdue

North Central Campus as a complement to the strategic plan.

It is a bold vision of potential development over the next 

several years. Our $4.4 million goal for programs and facilities

will address the priorities of both the strategic and master

plans for Purdue North Central.

STUDENT ACTIVITIES CENTER
Over the past several years, the student-body demographics 

at Purdue North Central have shifted. We have a growing 

population of younger students interested in full-time 

learning opportunities. Our challenge is to provide services

and facilities to meet this trend.

The campus master plan takes this into account and 

identifies a student activities center as a priority for our 

campus. Athletic and recreational facilities will help us meet

our students’ co-curricular and extracurricular needs. As 

the only Purdue or Indiana University campus without 

such a facility, it is clear that we must address this issue to 

sustain enrollment growth.

A total of $3.9 million will provide the foundation that 

will attract the additional funding required to build a student

activities center. This facility will benefit students, community

members, nearby businesses, and civic organizations. It is a

first step on the road to completing the campus master plan.

EQUIPMENT AND RESEARCH MATERIALS
To support our academic needs, Purdue North Central seeks

funds for updated equipment and research materials 

that will allow our faculty to provide students with the best

possible learning experiences. Some examples of how gifts 

will be used include:

n Medical simulation and other equipment for nursing   $125,000

n Integrated television studio for communications  $125,000

n Equipment and software for biology and chemistry $250,000
