 Must be a U.S. Citizen and have a geographic connection to Illinois, Indiana, Ohio, North Carolina (or one of V3’s 

regional offices);  
 Serving the cause of diversity in some way (want to help improve diversity in their field); 
 Demonstrating that scholarship funds would have impact on college education; 
 Any relevant work experience; 
 Must submit completed scholarship application, resume, and transcript by the deadline.   

SUBMISSION DEADLINES & DETAILS 
Applications and all other requested materials must be submitted by Thursday, February 1, 2024. Applications will be 
reviewed by V3’s Diversity, Equity, Inclusion & Belonging Committee. A short list of applicants will be notified for an 
interview within 1-2 weeks after application submittal. Scholarship winners will be then be notified within 1-2 weeks after 
interview. Late or incomplete applications will not be considered.
