
 

  

Purdue trustees endorse 13th consecutive tuition freeze; 
approve updated housing, dining plans  

The Purdue Board of Trustees on Friday (Dec. 8) endorsed President Mung Chiang’s 

request for a 13th consecutive tuition freeze, meaning base undergraduate tuition will 

remain at $9,992 per year for Indiana residents and $28,794 for out-of-state students 

through 2025-26. The freeze will be formally approved by trustees in late spring 2025 

per state statute. 
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
